POLICY: MOSQUE ATTENDANCE POLICY

POLICY REF NO. M2/08/2008 (Rev No. 0) DATE: 6 AUGUST 2008

It is the policy of this school to permit Muslim boys to leave school early on Fridays to attend Mosque.

Normal lessons will continue during this time. It is the pupil’s responsibility to find out from a friend what took
place and to catch up work that has been missed.

Boys are expected to be exemplary in their dress and behaviour on these occasions.
RULES:

1. To qualify for this concession, a pupil must present a letter to the Deputy Principal from his parents.
This letter confirms that they would like their son to attend Mosque and that they will take
responsibility for him from the time he leaves the school property. This letter must be presented
annually.

2. Boys must excuse themselves from their teacher before leaving the class.

3. Time of departure from class is 12:40. No boy, without special permission may leave earlier.

4. If the boy’s academic progress is being affected by his absence from class on these occasions, the
teacher should inform the parents of this situation so an alternative structure can be put in place.

5. Boys must be picked up promptly and they should not be kept waiting at the entrance of the school.
If this occurs regularly, the concession may be withdrawn.
