MUSIC SCHOLARSHIPS FOR GRADE 8 - 2011 
 
 Date:   Auditions - held during the second term (12/4 - 9/6 2010). 
 
 Scholarships are awarded on instrumental proficiency and all-round musical ability.  A minimum 

standard of Grade 3 (practical) is required.  Proof of successful completion of external exams, where 
applicable is required. 
 

 Auditions include all Strings, Brass, Woodwind, Percussion, Keyboard instrumentalists and singers.  All 
candidates must provide their own accompanist where applicable.    
 

 Successful candidates must take Music as an academic subject and take an active part in the 
cultural and sporting life of RBHS. 

 
 Auditioning for the Music Scholarship does not commit the candidate to attendance at RBHS nor
